Dear Ms. Morgan:

Sandy has skin cancer and will die. Sylvia has the same cancer—four melanomas on her skin— and will live. The difference? Electricity. Sylvia received two treatments of 4000-volt pulses at durations measured in billionths of a second and is now a cancer-free mouse while Sandy, part of the control group, died within four days. 
Scientists from Old Dominion University and Eastern Virginia Medical School have developed a method to effectively kill cancer cells with high-powered electricity. The electrical bursts decrease the size of tumors by 90% within two weeks and eliminate them two weeks later after a second treatment. All of this without ill side effects in the mice or harm to adjacent cells. The scientists expect to begin human tests within a year.

I wish to provide Hampton Roads Magazine with an article titled Scientists Zap Cancer Cells. I will include quotes from Richard Nuccitelli, lead researcher for the project, and Karl Schoenbach, Director of the Frank Reidy Research Center for Bioelectrics, as well as descriptive information from my visit to their research center.
